The Death of St. Therese

St. Therese's death was caused by Tuberculosis .
After a Lenten fast in 1896, she went 1o bed on N l
the eve of Good Friday and felt a joyous ﬂ

sensation. She wrote: "Oh! How sweet this
memory really is!” She had barely laid her head

’ on the pillow when she felt something like @
bubbling stream mounting to her lips. She didn't
know what it was. The next morning she found
blood on her handkerchief and understood her
- fate. Coughing up blood meant fuberculosis, o
z and tuberculosis meant death.
