 We have thoroughly enjoyed getting to know each and every third grader these past two weeks.  

We hope your student has shared some of his/her thoughts.  Here is what we will be working on for the 

next two weeks: 

RELIGION—Third graders will be studying the mysteries of the rosary and learning about Jesus’ and 

Mary’s life. 

READING—Students will continue reading and responding to The Chalk Box Kid.   Answering questions in 

the form of a sentence, relating experiences to their own lives, looking for how feelings change 

throughout a story; and studying character traits are the skills that each third grader will be exposed to 

during the study of this chapter book. 

MATH—Students will be finishing the first unit about sampling and graphing and beginning the second 

unit that will focus on problem solving strategies as well assessing where the students are in relation to 

basic computation.  Please study math facts every night with your child.  

SCIENCE—Students will continue learning about weather, the water cycle, and seasons.   

SOCIAL STUDIES—Third graders will distinguish between urban and rural community characteristics. 

ENGLISH-Students will continue their study of verbs:  singular, plural, being, present, past, and future.
